OR 4-H GROWTH ACHIEVEMENT AWARDS
Citizenship - Citizenship is an individuals’ response to their membership in a community. The citizenship award is presented to two individuals who have contributed back to 4-H at several levels, such as: project, club, county, district, state or beyond.  A member selected for this recognition should have high participation, strong achievement, and various leadership and community service roles. This member shows they were needed, and will be missed when they leave the 4-H program. The member must have completed at least grade 11 at the time of application.  This recognition may be earned one time. Citizenship applicants must include a copy of the charts from their most recent MPE-A Form.
Leadership - The member is selected for outstanding work as a Youth Leader at the club and county level. Emphasis is placed upon leadership, teaching and sharing as a Youth Leader.  The member must have completed at least grade 9 at the time of application.  Maximum of 10 awards are given annually.  This recognition may be earned only one time.
4-H Growth Achievement - This award recognizes a member’s overall accomplishment in 4-H over a period of time.  It is earned by a member who shows positive attitude, involvement, growth, breadth and depth in project, club and county 4-H activities. The member must have completed at least grade 9 at the time of application.  Maximum of 10 awards are given annually.  This recognition may be earned only one time.
To apply for any, or all of these awards, two letters of recommendation are needed. Both may be from 4-H leaders such as a general, project, or activity leader, but not your parent. The second letter may be from one other adult unrelated to you and familiar with your character and personal qualifications. This person may be a teacher, minister, neighbor, employer, etc. If applying for more than one award, youth do not need different recommendations for each one.
On this form, the youth writes their own response of why they are eligible and should be considered for this award.  Record books do not have to be turned in for these awards.  A photograph of the applicant must accompany all applications.
